Jefferson Davis Park Board Meeting 
   The Board meeting was held in North Portland Saturday, November 
17.  It was a very productive meeting that was tense at times, but 
ended with at least 90 % of the park design decided upon.  The main 
topic decided was the layout of the brick plaza around the marker, and 
the placement of the historical plaque in the design.  The brick plaza 
will be round with a 2-foot wall on the north and south quarters of the 
plaza, and will be open on the east and west quarters (as pictured be-
low).  The marker faces I-5 and will be set back a little bit from the 
center of the plaza, and the historical plaque will be on a raised and 

slanted base a few feet in front of the marker.  The bricks that make up the plaza are the engraved fund-raising 
bricks that have been available for quite some time.  If you haven’t ordered one yet, please go to 
www.jeffersondavispark.org and do so as soon as possible! 
   This week, quotes will be obtained for fencing, and the estimates 
will decide whether we go with our first choice of a wrought-iron 
fence, or if we go with a cedar split-rail fence.  Either will look great 
in their own way.  The important thing is keeping vehicles out. 
   The main issue of contention would still be the flags though.  We 
have discussed everything from a 60-foot flagpole with a battle-flag to 
whether we should fly state flags and what Confederate flags to fly.  
The UDC is adamant about the 1st-National flag, and the SCV is even 
more adamant about the 3rd-National flag.  Though more expensive, 
the park will most likely end up with all of the flags pictured at right.

A.T.M. Meeting - The Army of Trans-Mississippi held a meeting on Saturday, November 10, in Abilene, 
Texas.  A memorial service and headstone dedication was also held for one of ATM Commander Chuck 
Norred’s Confederate ancestors, Pvt. John Oliver Norred who served in the 15th Texas Cavalry, while he was 
in Abilene.  At the meeting, the Divisions of Arkansas, California, Kansas, Missouri, and Texas were repre-
sented.  Commander Norred highlighted the many outstanding heritage projects going on in the ATM includ-
ing the Jefferson Davis Park.  Among the many other items discussed were recruiting methods and ideas, the 
creation of ATM certificates and awards, getting the GEC out to the ATM more, making Camp officers more 
responsible for getting their members’ dues paid on time, and getting members’ families involved in SCV ac-
tivities and functions.

New I.R.S. Rules Affect Camps - When the SCV merged its old MS corporation into the new TX corporation 
in 2005, it voided our previously approved tax exempt status.  Consequently, the SCV was required to com-
plete a new 501(c)3 application which was approved in August 2007 and made retroactive to the summer of 
2005 when the corporate merger took place.  This is a fine result which means we have uninterrupted tax ex-
empt status.  The problem comes in because the SCV is now required to also reapply for our Group Exemption 
Status, and as a part of this effort we have been specifically told by the IRS that the gaming prohibition in-
cludes raffles when conducted by subordinate units.  Included in the application is an IRS required resolution 
to be signed by two officers, AiC Mark Simpson and ED Ben Sewell, swearing under the penalty of perjury 
that we are aware of this prohibition and our subordinates are not conducting this activity.  Henceforth, there 
will be no more raffles or other “gaming” conducted by Camps to raise funds.  Other fundraising activities in-
cluding sales, auctions, etc. are not affected.  Please contact Compatriot Brent Jacobs with any questions.

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   Fort Stevens guarded the mouth of the Columbia 
River in Oregon.  Named for slain Civil War gen-
eral Isaac Stevens, it was an active military reserva-
tion from 1863–1947 and once actually boasted a 
moat and drawbridge.  In 1862, Cape Disappoint-
ment, on the Washington side of the Columbia, was 
armed with smoothbore cannons to protect the 
mouth of the Columbia River from enemies, and 
eventually became Fort Canby.  The forts were 
built to defend the mouth of the Columbia from po-
tential British attack during ongoing regional ten-
sions related to the San Juan Islands Dispute of 
1859-70, during the War Between The States when 
the U.S. worried that Great Britain would join the 
fight on the Confederate side, and remained rele-
vant during the Alaska Boundary Dispute when 
British-American tensions were high and once 
again on the brink of war.  Built near the end of the 
American Civil War, Fort Stevens and its gun batteries protected the river until shortly after World War II.  It 
was the primary military installation in the Three Fort Harbor Defense System at the mouth of the Columbia, 
the third fort being Fort Columbia, also on the Washington side of the river.  On the night of June 21, 1942, a 
Japanese submarine fired 17 shells at it, making Fort Stevens the only military installation in the continental 
United States to receive hostile fire during World War II, though it caused no damage.  

Pacific-Northwest History:  Columbia River Forts 

BILOXI -- A restoration milestone was pounded into place Thursday 
with the first copper nails to hold the first slate roof tiles on Beauvoir, the 
1852 National Historic Landmark damaged by Hurricane Katrina. 
The roof is part of a $3.9 million restoration with federal historic preser-
vation funds. The 100,000-pound roof will help minimize future storm 
damage.  Replacements come from the same purple-slate quarry in Wales 
as Beauvoir's original tiles. The 490-million-year-old Cambrian slate will 
be mixed with tiles salvaged after Katrina. A stockpile of the hand-cut 
tiles was discovered in Vermont, so they did not have to be newly quar-
ried.  Project superintendent for Beauvoir restoration is Sean Kelly of 
Lathan Co. of Mobile. All but the interior work is expected to be com-
pleted by March.  Kelly worked on his first slate roof at age 15, while 
apprenticing under his father in Galway, Ireland. He tells the story of ac-
cidentally sliding down the roof as his father shouted to "dig in" with the 
special slater's hammer.  Kelly saved himself but was admonished for 
breaking four tiles. After years of salvaging old roofs, Kelly has per-
fected a tile installation he believes withstands strong wind. His work on 

the New Orleans Presbytere cupola held while other slate went flying in Katrina.  "Everybody has a different 
way to do slate work, and then mine is even a little more different," said Kelly, now an American citizen in 
demand for his understanding of Old World techniques.  About 25 percent of Beauvoir was destroyed by 
Katrina, the majority being support piers and the porches that surrounded the Greek Revival raised cottage.  
Beauvoir's most notable purpose was as the retirement home of Confederate President Jefferson Davis. It is 
now operated by the Mississippi Sons of Confederate Veterans as a museum.

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Fort Vancouver History:  Jefferson Davis 
  Over on Officer’s Row at old Fort Vancouver, there are plaques on the 
sidewalk listing some of the “famous” folks who have stayed or lived in 
some of the huge old officer’s houses in the past.  One of them lists a 
“Jefferson Davis”!  But, it’s not our President Davis.  In fact, it is actu-
ally Brigadier General Jefferson C. Davis who served in the Union 
army and was stationed at Fort Vancouver for a short time.   
  Jefferson Columbus Davis was born in Memphis, Indiana, on March 
2, 1828, the first of eight children.  As a young man he served as an 
enlisted volunteer in the 3rd Indiana during the Mexican War. 
  At the start of the War Between The States, Davis had attained the 
rank of first lieutenant and was serving in the Fort Sumter garrison 
when it was bombarded by Confederate forces in 1861.  In August, 
Davis became Colonel of the 22nd Indiana Infantry, which he led in the 
Battle of Wilson's Creek.  In December 1861, he became brigadier gen-
eral of volunteers, commanding the 3rd Division, Army of the South-
west, at the Battle of Pea Ridge.  He commanded the 4th Division, 
Army of the Mississippi, at Corinth.  He than went on sick leave, but 
left his hospital bed to serve in the defenses of Cincinnati, Ohio.  Dur-
ing this time of convalescence, on September 29, 1862, Davis got into an argument with his superior officer, 
Maj. Gen. William "Bull" Nelson, in the Galt House in Louisville, Kentucky.  Davis had been offended by in-
sults on prior occasions and when his face was slapped by Nelson, so Davis shot and killed him.  He was ar-
rested, but Maj. Gen. Horatio G. Wright came to his aid and was able to get him released from prison.  Davis 
avoided conviction for the murder because there was a need for experienced field commanders in the Army. 
  Davis commanded the 1st Division, Right Wing, of the Army of the Cumberland at Stones River, where his 
troops collapsed and retreated after receiving a massive surprise Confederate flanking attack.  His division was 

re-designated the 1st Division, XX Corps, at the Battle of Chicka-
mauga.  He commanded the 2nd Division, XIV Corps at Chatta-
nooga and during the Atlanta Campaign.  He than took command of 
the XIV Corps and led it during the March to the Sea and the Caro-
linas Campaign.   He was a capable commander, but due to the mur-
der of General Nelson, he never received a full promotion higher 
than brigadier general of volunteers.  He did however receive a bre-
vet promotion to major general of volunteers on August 8, 1864 (for 
his service at the Battle of Kennesaw Mountain), and a brevet pro-
motion to brigadier general in the regular army on March 13, 1865.   
  After the War, Davis continued service with the Army. He gained 
fame once again when he assumed field command of the U.S. forces 
during the Modoc War with the Department of the Columbia, head-
quartered at Fort Vancouver.  Later, Davis was the first commander 
of the Department of Alaska, from March 18, 1868, to June 1, 1870.   
The Department of Alaska was the designation for the government 
of Alaska from its purchase by the United States of America in 1867 
until its organization as the District of Alaska in 1884.  During the 
Department era, Alaska was variously under the jurisdiction of the 
U.S. Army (until 1877), the United States Department of the Treas-
ury (from 1877 until 1879) and the U.S. Navy (from 1879 until 
1884).  The area later became the District of Alaska, then the Alaska 
Territory, then the State of Alaska.  Davis died in Chicago, Illinois, 
and is buried in Crown Hill Cemetery, Indianapolis, Indiana. 
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Confederate Veteran in Oregon:  Pvt. John Gibson Montgomery 
   John Gibson Montgomery was born in Abing-
don, Washington County, Virginia on Decem-
ber 18, 1840.  He enlisted in the Confederate 
army in October of 1861, and later joined Com-
pany H, 5th Tennessee Cavalry.   
   The 5th Tennessee Cavalry Regiment was 
organized in December, 1862, using the 13th 
Tennessee Cavalry Battalion as its nucleus. The 
men were from the counties of Polk, Hamilton, 
Meigs, McMinn, Bradley, Cocke, Hawkins, and 
Blount.  It served in Scott's, Humes', H.B. 
Davidson's, and H.M. Ashby's Brigade.  After 
skirmishing in Kentucky the unit fought at 
Chickamauga, McMinnville, Shelbyville, and 
Philadelphia.  Later it was involved in various 
conflicts in Kentucky, Alabama, and Georgia, 
then took part in the campaign of the Carolinas.  

The regiment surrendered with the Army of Tennessee to Gen. Sherman April 
26, 1865 at Greensboro, NC.  Montgomery was captured twice during the war, escaping the first time from a 
Union prison and being paroled the second time in May of 1865.   
  He married Sallie Sarah Carter on July 13, 1865, in Greenville, Greene County, Tennessee, and eventually 
had seven children: Minnie, William, Getty, Leone, John, Charles, and Rube.  
   The Montgomery’s loaded up and moved out west in 1901, and John ran the Montgomery Brothers Logging 
Company in Walterville, Oregon.  He died January 6, 1933, in Leaburg, Lane County, Oregon, and is buried in 
the Eugene Pioneer Cemetery next to his wife who passed away in 1927.  SCV Camp 1778 obtained a V.A. 
marker for Pvt. Montgomery, and had a splendid service that made the local paper back in May of 2000.   

   Pictured at right is the very original 42”x46” flag of the 17th Texas Cav-
alry that was captured at Fort Hindman during the Battle of Arkansas Post, 
January 11, 1863.  Union boats began landing troops near Arkansas Post in 
the evening of January 9 and the troops started up river towards Fort Hind-
man.  Sherman's corps overran Confederate trenches, and the enemy re-
treated to the protection of the fort and adjacent rifle-pits.  Flag Officer 
David D. Porter, on January 10, moved his fleet towards Fort Hindman and 
bombarded it, withdrawing at dusk.  Union artillery fired on the fort from 
positions across the river on January 11, effectively silencing most of the 

Confederate guns in the fort, and the 
infantry moved into position for an 
attack.  Union ironclads commenced shelling the fort and Porter's fleet 
passed it to cut off any retreat.  As a result of this envelopment, and the 
attack by McClernand's troops, the Confederate command surrendered 
in the afternoon, despite orders to Brig. Gen. Thomas J. Churchill that 
he must defend the fort at all costs.  The 17th later consolidated with the 
18th Texas and used a Hardee pattern battle-flag with the battle-honors 
of Arkansas Post, Chickamauga, Tunnel Hill, and Ringgold Gap painted 
on it.  This flag was also captured, this time at the Battle of Atlanta.  It 
was given back to Texas in 1914 by Union Gen. Wm T. Clark’s widow.
