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  Memorials to the Confederate Soldier 
By Norm Ernst 
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  During our journey into the south this past summer, I was struck by 
the number of memorials erected in honor of those who died for the 
Southern Cause.  Whether a grand marble statue or a small iron 
plaque, each city or town has chosen it’s own way of remembering 
their fallen heroes.  Those statues and signs and images are a part of 
daily southern life.  They drive past them on the way to work, while 
walking to the local store or sitting in the park having lunch.  I can 
see how, having grown up around them, those Confederate Memori-
als can be easily taken for granted.  Yet, for someone such as myself 
who grew up in the Pacific Northwest, seeing them for the first time 
was an incredibly moving experience.  Especially as you read about 
political opponents who are constantly agitating to have them re-
moved, those memorials that remain are all the more special.  So we 
made it a point to visit and  photograph as many of them as we 
could.  
  One of my favorites was Confederate Memorial Park in Hot 
Springs, Arkansas.  There are 4 flags flown:  the battle flag, the Ar-
kansas state flag, the U.S. flag and the 3rd National flag.  Atop the 
memorial is a confederate soldier at rest and below is simply in-
scribed “Confederate Soldier  1861-1865”.  On the back is a simple 
dedication to the UDC chapter #80 who dedicated the monument in 
1934.  Confederate park is located in downtown Hot Springs on a 
busy street and is very hard to miss.   
  Another interesting memorial is located in Little Rock, Arkansas 
next to the “MacArthur Museum of Arkansas Military History”.  The 
brick building there is known as the “Old Arsenal”, built in 1840.  
Local militias forced the armory to be given over to state control 
February 8, 1861.  Up until 1863 it was used for making gunpowder 
and repairing small arms.  Union troops took control of the facility in 
Sept. 1863 and it remained in yankee hands until the end of the war.  
A large statue dedicated to the “Capitol Guards” of Co. A, 6th Arkan-
sas Infantry, Cleburnes Division is on the grounds of the museum 
near the parking area.   
  In historic Natchez, Mississippi, after you’ve seen the antebellum 
homes, there is a Confederate Memorial next to St. Mary’s Basilica.  It 
is distinguished by its beautiful artwork and its simple inscription com-
memorating the sacrifice of the men of Natchez and Adams counties.   
  Many southern cemeteries have a “generic” memorial dedicated to all 
Confederate soldiers.  This stone is in Natchez Cemetery in a very 
crowded area full of markers to Confederate soldiers.  
  Another frequently seen tribute is to the “Unknown Confederate Sol-
dier” or in this case the “Unknown Confederate Dead”.  This stone is 
located near the Shiloh Battlefield Museum in Corinth, Mississippi. 
  Finally, I am including two memorial plaques located in an area next to 
the Old Capitol Building in Little Rock, Arkansas.  The first is in honor 
of the “Confederate Women of Arkansas” whose job it was to protect 
house and land while her husband fought to defend his country.  The 
second is simply in memory of all those who fought to defend the city of 
Little Rock from invading Union armies. 
  Even though we don’t have Confederate Memorials near enough to see daily and remind us of our heritage, we now have images 
and memories that we can cherish and use as a reminder of how much our ancestors gave, the dedication in which they served and 
how deserving they are of our honor.

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Group to fly rebel flag over Interstate 10 - The local Sons of Confederate 
Veterans plan to install a 12-foot-by-18-foot Confederate Battle Flag on an 
80-foot pole built close to the eastbound side of Interstate 10 in south Mobile 
County. Ben George, SCV commander of the Lee-Moses-Dixon Vindicator 
Camp in Saraland, said that the flag installation -- which includes two light 
poles with 2,000-watt halogen lamps -- cost between $15,000 and $20,000, 
which was raised largely through contributions. George said the flag will be 
on private property, but he would not say who owned the property. The pro-
ject has been in development for more than a year, said George, whose or-
ganization is scheduled to dedicate the flag at 1 p.m. today to mark the 201st 
birthday of Robert E. Lee. Confederate history, George said, is "part of the 
gumbo that refers to the diversity of Mobile. This is one part of that diversity 
that's not getting the proper respect." He said Confederate history is part of 
what draws tourists to Mobile. He noted that there are huge Rebel flags visi-
ble to major highways in other locales in the South, such as the flag north of 
Montgomery, in Prattville. "They're going up in frustration," he explained, 
"with some of the things happening with heritage."  

 
Union site hosts event for Rebel - Students of history and fellow Virginians gathered yesterday in Alexandria to celebrate the 201st 
anniversary of the birth of Robert E. Lee at an unlikely place — Fort Ward, a former Union Army base built to protect the District. 
The celebration, attended by hundreds of local fans and curious tourists, featured 17th Virginia Infantry re-enactors, military-style 
gun salutes, and a birthday cake for the Confederate general. Organizers of the event said the birthday soiree started last year to rec-
ognize one of Virginia's favorite sons. "One of the things that captivates people here is that history is all around us. Lee was one of 
our own, even though this place was occupied by Union soldiers during the war," said Wally Owen, assistant director of Fort Ward 
and a lifelong Alexandrian. Although most Virginians associate Lee with Arlington, Lee spent his formative years in Alexandria and 
was fond of his roots there. "There is no community to which my affections more strongly cling than that of Alexandria, composed 
of my earliest and oldest friends, my kind school fellows and faithful neighbors," he wrote in 1870. Despite cold temperatures yester-
day, re-enactors set up camp at the main entrance and greeted visitors dressed in 19th-century military uniforms. Organizers at the 
fort, which also includes a Civil War museum, had plenty of activities to help teach children about Lee and military rituals. The 
event wasn't the only one to honor Lee this weekend. On Friday, Virginia celebrated Lee-Jackson Day, a holiday that recognizes Lee 
and fellow Confederate Gen. Thomas J. "Stonewall" Jackson, whose birthday is tomorrow. The United Daughters of the Confeder-
acy also held its annual wreath-laying ceremony at the statue of Lee in Statuary Hall in the U.S. Capitol. The hourlong ceremony, 
which featured participants in period dress, has been held every year since 1911. Edward Dame, 11, attended the event at Fort Ward 
with his aunt because he wanted to learn more about his ancestors who fought for the Confederacy. John Hunsaker, one of the re-
enactors who stood for hours in the cold, said he has always admired Lee for his leadership qualities. "He was a natural leader, and 
he knew how to lead his men by example," he said. "He was also very loyal to his state, which the visitors here don't always under-
stand " that connection to your state that people had back then." One of the most paradoxical figures in American history, Lee is lion-
ized by some, vilified by others. Some do not see the importance of honoring his birth at all. Joyce Woodson of Alexandria, a civil 
rights activist and former City Council member, had mixed feelings about the celebration. "I am a student of history. As a black 
woman, I find it odd and uncomfortable that people have these celebrations, but I also understand that the war was about more than 
slavery," said Mrs. Woodson, who did not attend the event. Susan Cumby, the director of Fort Ward, said negative feedback about 
the event has been scant. "We are trying to acknowledge a great Virginian who claimed Alexandria as his home and teach people 
about local Civil War history," she said. Robert Edward Lee was 
born on Jan. 19, 1807, at Stratford Hall in Westmoreland County. 
But he was raised and educated in Alexandria until 1825, when he 
enrolled at West Point. A career officer in the U.S. Army, Lee be-
came one of the most successful Confederate generals after the out-
break of the Civil War, eventually commanding all of the South"s 
armies. Lee died in Lexington, Va., in 1870 while he was serving as 
president of Washington and Lee University in Lexington.
