Robert E. Lee’s Family: Duty, Honor and Stubborn Defiance

By Rhonda R. McClure and Debra R. NewhdRbbert E. Lee perpetuated a family legacy of fiéncependence
begun by his temperamental father. When Robdre& turned down the chance to lead the U.S. Arndyiastead
sided with his fellow Virginians during the “CiwWar”, he exhibited an inclination to challenge gaweental intrusion
in local affairs that he inherited from his fathéznry Lee Ill, a Revolutionary War hero. That he sb with a heavy
heart and a fear that the South had launched akeaistrevolution reveals much about his familialseeof duty and
honor. With his wife, Mary Anna Rudolph Custis (& Washington's great-granddaughter), Lee raiseddaugh-
ters and three sons with strict attention to Ciarstorals and an insistence on self-denial. de phssed on a family
streak of strong-willed determination.

FATHER Henry “Light Horse Harry” Lee Il (1756-18)

Skilled but temperamental Revolutionary War cavalificer. Lost a fortune in land speculation aedtso debtors’
prison. Savagely beaten and left for dead forrifeg an anti-war newspaper publisher in Baltingwang the War of
1812. Went into exile in the Caribbean in 1818g0ape his creditors.

Robert E. Lee (1807-1870)
Resigned his U.S. Army commission to become commiaofdthe Army of Northern Virginia during the “Giwwar”.
Opposed secession, but felt honor-bound to defenkddme state.

ELDEST SON George Washington “Custis” Lee (18323)9

Graduated first in his class at West Point, thémejd the Confederate Army in 1861. Served ConfddPresident Jef
ferson Davis as Aide-de-Camp and rose to the raBkigadier General. Unsuccessfully offered toetdlis brother
Rooney’s place as a POW so Rooney could go horhis tdying wife. Succeeded his late father in 183 President of
Washington College, then renamed Washington andJndeersity.

ELDEST DAUGHTER Mary Custis Lee (1835-1918)

Outspoken and independent. Spent much of her bi@ultaveling the world. Reported to be in Cardtnople during
the Young Turks rebellion in 1909 and in Europ& 914 at the start of World War I. Made internasibmeadlines in
1902 when she was arrested in Alexandria, Virgifwiasitting in the blacks-only section of a segriegl streetcar.

SON William Henry Fitzhugh “Rooney” Lee (1837-1891

Left the U.S. Army in 1859 and joined the Virgiavalry as an officer at the start of the “CivilrivaCaptured at his
wife’s family home in 1863 while recovering fromweund sustained at the Battle of Brandy Stationfaid as a POW
for nine months under threat of execution befoiadexchanged. Elected to the U.S. House of Reptatves in
1886.

SON Robert E. “Rob” Lee Jr. (1843-1916)

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Nearly 300 members of the general public aniédwguests attended a Delaware Confederate ssldier
monument unveiling ceremony sponsored jointly eytmited Daughters of the Confederacy "Caleb Ross"
Chapter #2635, and the "Delaware Grays", Sons ofdtierate Veterans Camp #2068 on May 12th.

The monument features the names of over 70 Rekams who fought in Southern Armies or suppotted t
Confederate war effort including Lt. General Le@sdPolk and Delaware Governor William Henry Hamiso
Ross. There is a 9 foot obelisk and it is flanke@5 foot flag poles on each side, one featurimgDelaware
flag and the other featuring the Confederate b##fe A Confederate battle flag is inscribed uplo& obelisk
and features a 14th star — for Delaware.

The day’s highlights of the dedication ceremomjuded proclamations by Georgetown, Delaware NMayo
Mike Wyatt and Delaware Governor Ruth Ann Minnecldeng that May 12-18 was “Confederate History and
Heritage Week” in the town and throughout the stdt@elaware. There were musket volleys, canntutes, a
wreath laying ceremony, and descendants of segkthé soldiers on hand to witness the event. fiorh each
of the Confederate states was spread at the balse ofonument to give it a firm foundation in Sarthsoil.

Delaware, a border state during the war, neafethe Union, but it is estimated up to as mang,880 of her
native sons joined Southern armies. There are ments honoring those who joined the Federal armaies,
